When the pack is KILLED  by the hunters, 
the pups, litters usually numbering between  6-9, 
will die a very slow & painful death. All wolf pups 

depend on the family to feed them & shelter them.  
“Wolves” by nature are very shy, gentle & very 
playful. A Wolf pack is a closely knit family unit 
& is bonded by intense care-giving with GREAT 
compassion for each other. 

We at RWTW strongly promotes “Wolf” 
awareness & education through our unique 
workshops.   We offer workshops on Wolves & 
other Wildlife as well as Pet Safety & Pet CPR/1st 
Aid. Our ADOPT-A-WOLF-PROGRAM is our 
NEWEST program now being promoted to help 
feed & care for captive “Wolves” & Wolfdogs at 
sanctuaries that we support throughout the year.
